


districts and schools make AYP using 2005—06 data, they would be given their earned AYP
designation. Districts or schools in this group that do not make AYP will be granted a 1-year
waiver. If these districts and schools were identified for improvement in the 2005-06 school
year, this waiver in 2005-06 would allow existing school improvement identification to remain in
effect for the 200607 school year. If those districts and schools miss AYP again in 200607,
they would advance on the improvement timeline in the 200708 school year. Those districts and
schools that did not make AYP for the first time based on the 2004-05 AYP results and thus have
no 2005-06 school improvement identification would not advance into improvement in 200607
due to the 1-year waiver. If those districts and schools do not make AYP in 200607, they would
then enter school improvement in the 2007-08 school year. Schools or districts in improvement
that made AYP for the first time in 2004-05 and make AYP in 2005-06 would exit school
improvement. Schools and districts in improvement that made AYP for the first time based upon
assessment results in 2004—05, received the 1-year waiver for 2005-06, and make AYP in 2006
07 would exit school improvement.

In addition, as required by section 9401(b)(3)(A)(iii) of the ESEA, within 30 days of the date of
this letter, the State must provide notice and information to the public regarding this flexibility
agreement in the manner in which it customarily provides similar notice to the public. The State
must also submit a report to the Department, this fall, detailing the number of displaced students
enrolled in remediation.
